School bread! I saved that for my evening snack one night – SOO good. The outside “bready” part is light and not filling, but the inside is the best part – gooey, pudding stuff. Awesome. The CM told me that this was their most popular and best selling item from the Norway bakery.  Another first for me. I made a list of new stuff to try/do, and this was on it.

Liberty Tree Tavern! I had an ADR for a lateish lunch, and loved hearing “Hear ye, hear ye – now seating the Cowan family from Georgia” called. I am the Cowan family. Me, myself, and I. (and Mickey that day).  I had the Patriot’s Platter, if you can believe it. I so wanted turkey and dressing, but I asked them to substitute the mashed potatoes for more green beans, which they did. The stuffing was kinda stovetop-ish but still tasty, and the turkey was fabulous. Big slabs of “real” turkey. A wonderfully filling lunch, and I tell you, except for a Dole Whip at Epcot later on, I was done for the day. 

The Mara. A quick service located at Jambo House, AKL. Their pineapple chunks from the cooler were the same price as my local grocery, and tasted like they were just cut. The scrambled eggs at breakfast were also good; I tend to eat oatmeal or cheerios, but some AMs when I had a late lunch ADR I had some eggs from The Mara that held me over till then. The eggs were – listen to this - $2.59!!!! It had to be 2-3 eggs, and very good. What a bargain at Disney. I would totally cook my own, but the studios do not have kitchens, just kitchenettes. That’s OK. They do have microwaves, and nice little fridgies. And a sink other than your bathroom vanity!! I also eyed some other things that I might want to try next time. 

I want to do the free tasting tours at Boma and Saana next time too. Those happen at 4 PM, and I was usually off at a park then. That would be a good way to see if the food would work for me. I know it is really good…sure does smell good anyway!

I am already making a list of new things to try in June. Itching to go back already. Buying Disney gift cards with my Target RedCard and saving 5% - I took scrappy’s suggestion and went down to the lobby each AM to pay whatever I had charged to the room off. I was astounded that I ate whatever I wanted and even shopped a little and still came home with 2 unused cards! Not bad. Even the CM was surprised at how little was charged – perhaps she did not realize that a)I really only ate one meal per day, and b)I was a party of one.
